The landmarks of Bhaktapur are the famous 
five- storied temple or five-tiered Nyatapola, built in 1702 at Taumadhi Square. The 
Pagoda Nyatapole, it is the best and tallest example of pagodas. There are many 
courtyards inside the palace, but they are closed to the public.
